Object of Flight
Emergency Navl co-operational patrol off Cap Chat.
Pilot:

At date of death he had flown 475.20 hrs but only 35.30 hrs
of this on Kittyvhawks.

Description of Flight:
The details are meagre. S’L Chevrier took off with a cold
engine at 0335 hours for Cap Chat on a submarine search. At 0530 hrs an a/c
was seen by 3 witnesses to be flying NE along the &t Lawrénce at about 2 miles
from the shore in the vieinity of Cap Chat. It was believed to have been at €00
feet altitude. Two eXplosions-were heard, some smoke came from the a/c
and it dived into about 200 feet of water completely disappgaring. Oil later seen
on water. Neither wreckage nor body were recovered. No witness described
this a/b; The petrol supply could have been coﬁsumed in ? hours from take=off.,
Findings:
Obsucre. 3 things might have happened.
1) a/c may have run out of fuel.
2) It may have become u/s or have been sabotaged.
3) The pilot may have collapsed.
AOC Concurs in findings.
Conclusions of AIB:
There is no direct evidence that the a/e seen was Kittyhawk 915
on any Kittyhawk or that S/L Chevrier or anyone was in the aircraft seen.
Assuming that this was the a/ec and S/L Chevrier was in fact pilotinéit, there

1s insufficient evidence to determine the cause of the accidente.

Question put to F/L Cannon C.1077 (witness)

"Did S/L Chevrier warm up his engine before taking off?"
"I don't see how he could possibly have done so because such a short
period of time elapsed from the time he started his engine at the hangar and the

time he xkmxkmebduksxmwmginm took off and the engine was cold when he started it.

Question to Alphonse Gendron, farmer of Petit Capucin. P.Q.

"Do you thinkthe explosions you heard could have been some one shooting

at the a/c?"

The a/c was too far from shore for some one to hit it from shore".

"No. The water was calm and there was no boat in the neighbourhood,

Question to Cpl Patton (Witness):

"Did you check the gasoline supply?"

"Yes I made a visual check and saw that the fuel tanks

were full",

Another witness says he was wearing his "Mae West",

Hone Ernest Bertrand, Minister of Fisheries, OIDAK;'Gﬁﬁ%said Dr. Stephen lLangevin

of Montreal had located wreckage. Letter d/ 18 Nvo 42 from C.G. Powers to Hon.

Bertrand said divers failed to locate wreckage.
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
