It was with deep regret that I
learned of the death of your son, E630123
Private Theophile Dupere, who gave his life in the
Service of his Country in the Western European
Theatre of War on the 25th day of April, 1945.

You may be assured that any additional
information received will be communicated to you
without delay.

express to you and your family their sincere sympathy
in your bereavement.
