Dear Mr. Fighers

You will find enclosed "Operational Wings" and Certif-
jcate in respect of your son, Flight Lieutenant Robert IFrank,
On investigation I found that the Wings were about to be for-
warded to Mrs. Fisher and arranged that they should be passed to
me so that I might send them on to you with this letter.

At the time you received the Wings in respect of your
son, William John, Operational Wings had been introduced as an
award to personnel who had completed a tour of operations ageinst
the enemy or had been killed after making one or more sorties a-
ganinst the enemy. Subsequent research revealed sorties that
further indicated entitlement to Operational Wings, regulations
were amended and under that smendment "Operational Wings" were
made available to Mrs. Fisher in respect of your son, Robert.

I trust that you reached the Cairn on Black Mountain
anil that Mrs. Fisher was suitably taken care of at the Hotel
at St. Donat. It is a very out of the way spot and without a
motor car is difficult to reach. I was very sorryv not to be
of more assistance to you while you were in Ottewa. At your
convenience, will you drop me & line and let me know how you
founi conditions at the Cairn where your son and his companions
are resting.

May I take this opportunity of expressing to you and
the members of your femily my deepest sympathy in the loss of
your gallant sons.
