man documents advises that your son, Pllot Officer Richard Alex=
ander Dumas lost his life.

These documents state thet the eircrait of whigh
your son was a member of the crew crashed at 10330 P.M, on March
18th, 1944, at Preist near Trier, Germany., They further advise
thet Sergeant Miller and Sergeant Sawyer were taken Prisoners of
War, while your son, Sergeant Gallaugher and two persons listed
as Pilot Officer Milner and Pilot Officer Roberts lost their lives,
As no trace can be found of any officers by the names of “"Milner
end Roberts™ as casualties, it is believed that they may refer to
other members of your son's crew. The documents advise that all
those who lost their lives were buried in the centre of the North
East part of the Parish Cemetery at Preist in a communal grave.
