Dear Mr. Blais:

It is with deepest regret that I must confirm
the telegram of the 30th of October, 1944, from the
Minister of National Defence for Naval Servieces, in-
forming you that your son, Joseph Frederic Andre Blais,
Leading Seaman, Official Number V-4777, Royal Canadian
Naval Volunteer Reserve, is missing on active service.

According to the report received from overseas,
your son has been missing from the ship in which he was
gerving since the 25th of Oetober, 1944, due to severe

weather conditions.

The bodies of several other members of the
ship's company lost at the same time were recovered
near Reykjavik Harbour, Iceland, and I regret that no
hope is now held for your son's survival,

It is requested that, for security reasons,
you regard the name and whereabouts of ILeadling Seaman
Blais' ship, in connection with his loss, as confident-
jal,

Please allow me to express sincere sympathy
with you in your anxiety.
